Kedron Brook Frog Census 2011
Instructions and Hints.

*
Choose a site that is of interest to you within the catchment of Kedron Brook and it tributaries.  Please consider your chosen site for personal safety. Keep in mind that some environmental (rain & wind) and local conditions (road noise) can make it difficult to identify frogs calling. 

*
The best time to make a recording of frogs calling is about 1-3 hours after dusk. Record your name, the date and the location at the beginning of the tape before you get to the site. Take a torch to see where you are going and be careful.  Turn the torch off when you are settled at the site (the frogs will probably go quiet when the light is on and you are moving around).  The frogs may stop call if you make noises, so it is best to sit or stand still and don’t talk or whisper during the recording.

*
Wait a few minutes after you have settled and turn the recording device on to record the calls. Record the time you started on the Data Sheet.  Record for approximately 10 minutes.   Even if you are not sure whether you hear frogs calling, please make a recording anyway.

*
One recording is all we need, although if you would like to survey another area or on another night please use a separate datasheet for every recording (photocopy this one or neatly hand write one).  Record your name, new date or location on the recorder before you begin each new survey.

*
Check your recording to be sure that the frogs you heard calling at the site can be heard on the tape.  

*

Thank-you for being involved and we hope you had fun.  We will identify your frog calls and let you know the results of your recordings toward the end of June.
